














































OCFA Monthly Performance Summary
City of Villa Park

• December 18, 2009 — At 0902 hours, ECC dispatched a Working Structure
response to residence for flames coming from side of house. At 0908 hours,
E2 arrived in 5 minutes and established that it was an exterior fire, involving a
trash area. Exterior fire extinguished, roof ventilated w/roofing removed at
eaves. The Attic checked for extension. The extinguishment and Overhaul
completed by E2 and TI 7. The fire was declared under control at 0911 hours.
Cause: Ash and coals from fireplace in the trash. Damage $10,000/Structure-
No loss to personal property

• December 19, 2009 — At 1713 hours, ECC dispatched a Technical Rescue
response to 13 Riviera, CCU, after receiving a report of a female stuck in a
chimney. E40 arrived on scene at 1718 hours and at 1720 hours cancelled the
assignment, after confirming the female was stuck in the attic, not the
chimney.

• December 27, 2009 — At 1754 hours, ECC dispatched OCFA units to Rancho
Viejo Road/Golf Club Drive, SCP. Initial reports were of a Traffic Collision
with Fire. At 1802 hours, E7 assumed the San Juan IC and requested a second
ambulance and medic unit. There were a total of 4 patients, 1 moderate
trauma and 3 minor injuries all transported to Mission Hospital. Damage:
$20,000.00 to Vehicle (filly involved)

• December 29, 2009 — At 0917 hours, a Remote Rescue response along with
Heavy Rescue 6 was dispatched to a possible person who had fallen off the
cliffs near the area of Cove Road/Scenic Drive in Dana Point. After locating
the victim who had fallen 70-100 ft. down, she was hoisted via HCI and
brought to a waiting nearby ground ambulance. She suffered only minor
injuries.

• December 29, 2009 — At 1306 hours, units were dispatched to a Pedestrian vs.
a Train at Fender/Placentia in Placentia. Engine 35 arrived on scene at 1311
hours and reported the victim was DOA and cancelled the assignment. It
appeared as though the victim may have intentionally stepped out in front of
the train.

• December 31, 2009 — At 1026 hours, ECC dispatched a Working Structure
response to 17785 Sky Park Circle #B in Irvine. At 1032 hours, E28 arrived
on scene and reported “smoke showing — continue the assignment.” At 1034
hours, the fire was reported out and all units were cancelled with the exception
of E28 and T6. Preliminary Cause: Accidental Damage:
$1 0,000.00/Contents $0.00/Structure

• December 31, 2009 — At 1608 hours, the Orange County Sheriffs
Department requested assistance with a suspicious package located at 24000
Avila Road in Laguna at the “Chet Holifield” high rise. OCFA resources
arrived and a Unified Command was established. At 1657 hours, it was
determined the unattended bag contained clothing and all units were released.
