e Continue to offer more targeted assistance to homeowners in wildfire prone areas as
to what residents can do to better protect their own homes.

Significant Emergency Incidents:

e November 3, 2009 — At 1156 hours METNET requested a Battalion Chief, 2
Engines, and a Helicopter to assist with a reported Vegetation Fire in the area
of N. Weir Canyon Road and the 91 Freeway in Anaheim. Units searched the
area and nothing was found and they were released. At the time of this first
incident LAC Fire was responding to a number of fire starts along the 60
Freeway in the area of Phillips Ranch Road in Diamond Bar. It was
determined that the initial reports were of the smoke from this set of fires. At
approximately 1250 hours LAC Fire requested the assistance of HC2 and S/T
1400C (Type I1I) on these fires in the Diamond Bar area. The helicopter was
released approximately 30 minutes later with the Strike Team returning to
Orange County around 2000 hours.

e November 13, 2009 - At 1535 hours, a BOMB Threat response was
dispat¢hed to the area of Goodyear/Morgan in Irvine. Units staged until the
Bomb Squad deemed the item to be a hoax. All units cleared without
incident.

e November 16, 2009 — At 1131 hours, on the Ortega Highway near Verdugo
Canyon Road. The OCFA responded with a High Vegetation response. The
fire was in a remote area and no structures were ever threatened. There were
no evacuations and no road closures. A total of 32 engines and 290
firefighters responded. Both fixed wing aircraft and helicopters assisted in the
suppression efforts. The fire burned 145 acres before being contained on
November 17. Four firefighters sustained minor injuries, including two from
the OCFA (eye injury and knee injury). One United States Forest Service
Firefighter suffered heat exhaustion and one Volunteer Firefighter sustained a
hip injury. The preliminary cause was an accidental fire started when heavy
equipment struck a power pole and electrical lines.

e November 17, 2009 — At 2306 hours a Traffic Collision with Fire response
was dispatched to the area of NB 1-405 at Culver Drive in Irvine. First
arriving units found numerous vehicles involved in the accident. Quick triage
of the scene determined that there was no fire and no parties trapped, but there
were numerous patients and the incident was declared a MCL A total of 3
patients were transported to area hospitals.
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° November 24, 2009 — At 2154 hours, ECC dispatched a High Vegetation
response to the NB 241/Windy Ridge Toll PZ, SCU. Metro Net also received
reports of possible spot fires near the 91 Freeway and dual responses were
dispatched. At 2200 hours, B3 arrived on scene and requested a Type 3 Strike
Team and VHF frequency. Due to the Mutual Threat location a Unified
Command was established with ORC B3 being the central ordering point.
Additional requests were made for Hand Crews, 2 additional Type 3 Strike
Teams, VHF package, Air Support and overhead. Chief Moore is designated
the Incident Commander for the 241 Incident. At the time of this report, the
241 incident had gone into an extended operational period and is now 100%
contained..
