The following is a report of major activities of note for the month of June. The reports provided
are organized around the City Council’s five priorities for the City of Villa Park. Please let me

Enhance and maintain the City’s fiscal and organizational stability:

Administration/Organizational planning:

• As of this writing, we are continuing to work with VP Disposal on a new franchise
agreement. In the meantime, VP Disposal has agreed to continue the popular curbside e
waste collection program, which we had planned to discontinue with the expiration of our
one-time grant fUnds. VP Disposal will be continuing the program at their cost.

• Staff has completed the transition of the VPTV bank accounts to the City’s name. Finance
Director Michelle Danaher is adding this responsibility to her plate. The VPTV Corporation
remains in place pending the approval of the dissolution by the Attorney General.

• On June 14, Ca1JPIA completed a risk management review of the City. The Authority does
these reviews of each member city on a periodic basis, interviewing key staff and reviewing
City records. Staff welcomes this review and their input. The resulting report will provide us
with a road map for improving our risk management practices. The reviewer did commend us
for some of our recent improvements in the area of contracts management and human
resources management.

Finance/budget/purchasing:

• There are two phases of the City’s annual audit - interim and final. Interim is a time period
within the fiscal year. Final is the period of time when the auditors come out and test the
accuracy of the City’s numbers, and that is slated to begin the week of August 9th~ Staff is
compiling all the information required for the audit along with closing the financial records
for the year.

• Staffs work on budget is in its final stages and is gearing up to print the final report and
apply for the Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA) Distinguished Budget
Award.
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
