The following is a report of major activities of note for the month of November. The reports
provided are organized around the City Council’s five priorities for the City of Villa Park. Please
let me know if you have any questions or need any additional information.

Enhance and maintain the city ‘S fiscal and organizational stability:

Administration/Organizational planning:

o No activities of particular note this month.

Finance/budget/purchasing:

• The revenue and expenditure summaries through November 30 are included with this report.
Revenues will be reviewed in detail after the December property tax payment to see if they
will align with budget projections. As of the November report, revenues in some categories
are lagging behind amounts anticipated during the budget process.

• Staff has been diligently working on finalizing the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report
(CAFR) in conjunction with the independent City Auditors, MHM. The CAFR was
submitted on December 12, 2011 to the Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA)
for the Certificate of Achievement in Financial Reporting Award for the first time ever. The
CAFR will be presented to council at the January 24, 2011 council meeting.

• Winzler & Kelley is still in the process of compiling documents for the auditors for federal
compliance testing of Taft and Lemon projects. Once the information is gathered the
auditors will perform their test work and prepare a Single Audit Report for the fiscal year
ended June 30, 2011. This is the first year that the City of Villa Park has been required to
have a Single Audit, because it is the first time the City has expended more than $500,000 in
federal money in a fiscal year.

• On September 19, 2011, PERS rolled out a new software program for reporting health and
retirement benefits for all participating cities. The Finance Director has been in constant
contact with PERS as the glitches of the program are being ironed out. All relevant services
for the City of Villa Park are up and functioning as of November 30, 2011.
